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Main and Johnson Streets Circa 1910
CHURCH OF GOD OF PROPHECY
The church, known for its beautiful sanctuary, was
organized by the St. Philips Evangelical Lutheran Church
in 1910 and the building was completed in 1911. It was
designed by Emil C. Seiz, an Atlanta architect.

101 Main Street Circa 1890
MORGAN -WENDT
This Queen Anne style home features a wraparound
porch, a second story balcony, complex gables and
beautiful stained glass windows.

41 Johnson Street Circa 1883
SENOIA BAPTIST CHURCH
The First Baptist Church was organized in 1867. It was
originally located in a log cabin across the street. The
present structure was built in 1883 with additions in the
early 19006s.



100 Baggarly Way Circa 1872
BAGGARLY

This home was built in the
the home of Reverend Francis Warren Baggarly, the
founder of the Methodist Church in Senoia. Itis an
example of Victorian Gothic architecture with its single
gable in the roof and two story portico with decorative
balustrade. The Baggarlys owned and operated the
Harness and Buggy Shop on Main Street which now
houses the Buggy Shop Museum. The sixth generation
of Baggarlys currently resides in this home.
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124 Baggarly Way Circa 1860
BRANTLEY -ROURKE
This cottage was built around 1860 by Dr. Brantley, an
early Senoia physician. It is of heavy timber construction
with mortise and tenon joints. The nails in this house are
the forged and cut type commonly used in this era.



151 Main Street Circa 1892
SHIELDS-TIGCHELAAR
This house is an example of Gabled Ell style architecture,
which features a T or L shaped plan topped by a gable front
roof. The Gabled Ell Cottage is the most common late 19
century style of architecture in the state of Georgia.
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159 Main Street Circa 1830
FORBUS-DOWNS
Built by carpenter, Moses Shields, this once Federal style
home was extensively renovated to its present Victorian style
in the 18906s. I't features
expansive porch with a corner gazebo.
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30 Couch Street Circa 1894
BARNARD
This house is said to be the only house of Saddlebag style
architecture in Coweta County. At one time, it was a
boarding house for itinerant ministers. The tree in front is the
largest oak tree in Senoia.



6 Couch Street Circa 1870
SENOIA HISTORICAL SOCIETY
This Gothic Revival Cottage is the headquarters for all
activities of the Senoia Historical Society. It houses a
museum of local artifacts as well as a portrait exhibit of local
Senoians.

10 Standing Rock Road Circa 1896
DAVIS-TYRE

This home is an excellent example of Queen Anne
architecture with its turret, wraparound porch and corner
gazebo. It has housed only four families during its history,
one of whom was Annie Davis, daughter of the original
builder, who lived here until 1971. This home is reputed to
have a secret passage.

468 Pyl ant Street
ROSEWOOD COTTAGE-WOOQOD
This home features heart pine floors, six fireplaces, and a
ipreachers roomo in the fro
for visiting preachers. The current owners added a large
working studio, office and garage in 2001.



460 Pylant Street Circa 1860
BEDENBAUGH
The style of this home, two over two rooms with a shed
porch in the front, is a common form of early construction in
Georgia known as Georgia #fl
heavy timber construction has small nine over nine windows
with end chimneys.

441 Pylant Street Circa 1900
THOMPSON
This home is a New South Cottage, a popular style of
architecture in Georgia at the turn of thd"t@ntury. This
style features a center hall, hipped roof and gabled projectior
with a wraparound porch.

9 Johnson Street Circa 1855
HUMPHREY -WOOD
This home is a two story version of the Gabled Ell Cottage.
It was built with peg construction and features 6 fireplaces.
There are three rooms up and three rooms down, all being
17 feet square.



386 Pylant Street Circa 1892
PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH -SMOAK
The construction of the Senoia Presbyterian Church began
on December 5, 1892. After serving as the Presbyterian
church for many years, it was used as a wedding chapel
before the current owners purchased it in 2005.

371 Pylant Street Circa 1906
HAND
Mr. Lee Hand had this house built by the R.D. Cole
Company located in Newnan, Georgia. This Nassical
structure with a central pedimented portico and Doric
columns was designed to imitate the earlier Federal style

which was popular in the ar

368 Pylant Street Circa 1890
HUTCHINSON

This home is another example of a very common lafe 19
century architectural style in Georgia known as the Gabled
Ell Cottage. Itis an L shape and features Folk Victorian
details such as the porch gingerbread.
